Board Meeting

Members present: Donna Johnson, David Anderson, Nancy Newman, Gary Davis, Wyatt Newman.

Call to order: Chairwoman Johnson called the meeting to order @ 1905. The minutes of the previous meeting, 03 AUG, were approved, unanimously, David so moving, Wyatt seconding.

The proposed bylaws amendment drafted by Wyatt at the suggestion at the previous meeting by Donna was explained by Wyatt and Donna. Motion to approve and forward to the membership at the next meeting was made by David. Gary seconded. Passed, unanimously.

Committee Reports:

C.  (Donna got unanimous consent to move agenda new business item C first.)Vince Genna Park- Letter received by Laura from Don Horton was discussed. Laura want to meet with him and give a list of what is needed at Vince Genna. She wants to meet at the site. She requests another board member or two to join the meeting. Wyatt considered this a land use matter and offered to attend should no other Board member do so, depending on lack of scheduling conflicts.  Nancy said she would attend if Wyatt cannot. It was advised by Nancy to take photos. Pruning and landscaping is needed at the visible exterior, only. Gary said the Parks and Recreation owns the park and should be urged to maintain it. Donna said we needed to come up with a plan, to include plant around the foundation, irrigate. Laura will arrange the meeting.

A. Transportation: David said transportation funds are not available. The new bus system does not cover the SE Bend area. The Senior Center, therefore, is not being served, nor is to-the-door service to Bend HS as is provided at MV and Summit high schools. Expense of the bus system strangely cannot be run on available funds in Bend as it is done in Medford and Klamath Falls. No answer was given at a transportation meeting to explain this discrepancy.

B. TSAC report: David said some felt roundabouts are not safe for bicycles and pedestrians but it was advised cyclists should follow the traffic pattern. Debra will be asked at the general meeting to explain.

D. Land Use: Wyatt said there have been fewer proposals coming to him. David explained that was because of a deadline for proposals 18 AUG. Wyatt said there has been increased home construction projects in the Pettigrew-27th Ave general area. Many have a "military barracks" lot design pattern. The Woodhaven project, which was proposed in July and had city-required alleys, which the Newmans questioned the purpose and suspected such would cause security and vandalism problems, was resubmitted with elimination of the alleys, lot 37 expanded and lot 42 new, both of which were quite large. Wyatt felt this was a departure for variety in lot patterns and distributed a letter he wrote the engineer which requested possible open sites, tot lots to add variety and help meet LNA goals of open/play space in multiple housing projects. General reaction was such is not likely, that the larger lots will be further subdivided.

E. Good Samaritan program: Nancy reported Steve of the police department will explain the mesh the watch program with the Good Samaritan program because they support each other. 

F. RSL: Gary said meeting places continually change and he has not been able to attend as he cannot find out where they will meet.

G. Membership: not discussed.

New/Continued Business

The general meeting agenda was discussed. The agenda will consist of opening of the meeting at 1900, introduction of board members, election of board members to the 4 open seats, proposal of the amendment to amend election of Board chair and vice chair to be explained and voted upon. In accordance with bylaws, members will be notified by e-mail by Donna of the candidates currently and the amendment proposal. A time of 20 minutes was planned.  Mel Oberst will next get 40 minutes to address land use issues of concern. Wyatt will notify the board members if his list, to be forwarded to Mel in advance, is accurate and complete. Officer Steve will explain the watch program and the meeting will conclude with transportation, Reed Market Road plans by Deborah Hogan.

Laura suggested contacting LNA businesses to provide items such as coffee and sweets.

Meeting adjourned at 2115 hours.
