ARTICLE 7: BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS (Amendment is in CAPITAL  LETTERS) 

Article 7, Section 2 reads: Terms of office are staggered. Initial  appointments for one (1) and two (2) year terms will be determined by  the Board in order to create staggered terms. Upon expiration of  initial terms of office, elections would be for two (2) year terms.  ELECTION OF BOARD MEMBERS BY THE ASSOCIATION MEMBERSHIP SHALL TAKE  PLACE AT THE FALL GENERAL MEETING. TERMS OF OUTGOING BOARD MEMBERS  WILL EXPIRE JANUARY 1 OF THE YEAR FOLLOWING THE ELECTION OF NEW  MEMBERS. ELECTIONS OF NEW BOARD MEMBERS OFFICERS AND CHAIRS MAY BE  ELECTED BY NEW AND CONTINUING BOARD MEMBERS ONLY AT BOARD MEETINGS OR  AS DIRECTED BY THE BOARD CHAIR IN OFFICE BETWEEN THE GENERAL MEETING  WHEN ELECTIONS WERE HELD AND JANUARY 1. NEWLY ELECTED BOARD MEMBERS  AND OFFICERS/CHAIRS SHALL ASSUME THEIR DUTIES ON JANUARY 1 OF THE  SAME YEAR AS PREVIOUSLY STATED.

Parks Dept.:  Jan Taylor (Community Relations Manager) and Norm Zeismer (Landscape Architect) presented an update and what future plans are for parks in LNA boundaries.  Norm explained that the Parks Dept. uses 36 areas to define Bend.  In LNA there are 5 neighborhoods with 7 park/natural areas.  They are currently looking for land through the use of developers, real estate agents and private parties.  Aaron Bennett, the new Park Steward Coordinator was introduced.  Any concerns can be directed to her regarding the Trail, parks, etc.

Trinity Development (at Wilson/15th):  Deb McMahon presented plans for the 33 acre site, which will be built with a “village-like” atmosphere.  It will be mixed use/multi-use with small retail and living areas together.
