Bus Barn Complex:  Tamara attended a meeting this afternoon with Heather from BAT and was given copies of new site plan and building schedule.  The board was surprised that the bidding process has already begun despite the site plan meeting not yet having occurred.  Tamara and Kit will attend the meeting on Jan 17.  The points to establish from LNA are that we are concerned with the visual presentation of the building (that the architecture be reasonable, not industrial or radical), that the transportation department review the plan that it be up to code (for what Bear Creek Rd. is designated minor arterial? – Allan will check) and safe for pedestrians, and that landscaping be complete (not deferred until the entire site is developed).


