Julie Sorick – C.O. Mediation
Talked about the private non-profit, C.O. Mediation, in existence since
1987. They deal with all sorts of conflicts, using two mediators in every
session – a method called “co-mediation.” They operate in the tri-county
area and have sliding scale fees. They also provide trainings for those
interested in learning mediation skills.

Merrideth Gage – owner of Pawsitive Experience representing Dog PAC
Discussed the Dos & Don’ts of Dog Park/off leash etiquite as well as
understanding body language of dogs.
Neighbors brought up concerns at Ponderosa Park over possible excessive
barking, ball chasing. It was noted that volunteers are working directly
under Parks & Rec, while DogPAC is helping to get the word out about
volunteering to help police the parks. DogPAC says they have over 1100
members and there’s been a large percentage of people interested in helping
out at Ponderosa. Police “stings” may occur, but ultimately, problems should
be reported to Parks & Rec.

Mark Capell – City Counselor
Discussed 2009 Goals of the Council
1. Financial stability – don’t want to go below the $5 million reserve in
the General Fund.
2. Growth management – moving ahead with Urban Growth Boundry and prepping
annexation rules that will come with the extention of the boundry.
3. Economic development – focusing on Bend Airport & Juniper Ridge to bring
in higher paying jobs/corportate HQs.
4. Quality of life – continue addressing ADA accesability issues; working
towards moving BAT into C.O. Intergovernment Council (COIC) hands to
hopefully create a regional transportation authority system; Mirror Pond
dredging issues being studied.
 
Other issues discussed:
Infrastructure upgrades include expanding capaticy of wastewater treatment
facility; replacing old pipes feeding the city’s water supply; and studing
how to finance road maintence issues.
 
Also mentioned the quarterly open meetings with the public.
